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Hoffman’s design of River Crest Elementary School reflects its natural landscape and includes responsible sustainable
solutions. The exterior elevations are inspired by the theme of waves (which is reflected in the name "River Crest"). The
wave theme is also carried into the interior in the flow of the circulation through the foyer, the media center ceilings
and in paint schemes. The color schemes are based on the four seasons: spring colors in the early childhood/
kindergarten wings, moving through summer (Grades 1 & 2), fall (Grade 3) and winter (grades 4 & 5). Classrooms are
grouped by pods/grade levels, with resource areas for small group learning activities and testing.
